Does UIC have a theatre department?

Yes! UIC has an active theatre department, 
located in the School of Theatre & Music.

I am not a theatre major, can I participate in 
an ensemble?

Absolutely. Productions are open to all UIC students. 

Do I have to audition for the productions?

Yes. All productions hold auditions open to all 
UIC students. The theatre o�ers four mainstage 
productions yearly, directed by faculty and guest 
directors. All productions are courses (THTR 280) 
and are available for 3 hours of credit. Credit 
is also available in set /costume construction, 
lighting, sound, or public relations. Each of these 
credits can count towards elective credits for  
your degree. 

I am pre-med and heard I cannot major in 
theatre. Is that true? 

Absolutely not! Many students are able to  
pursue a theatre degree while continuing their  
pre-professional studies.

If I want to be a theatre major, do I have  
to audition?

For the BFA Acting and BA Theatre, yes. For the  
BA Theatre Design, an interview is required.  
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Scholarships in  
theatre are available 

by audition. 
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
